Academic Writing I

In this seminar, we will approach academic writing from a textual perspective
mainly. What does a typical introduction look like? What signifies a successful
paragraph? How can we create a text which is maximally efficient in
communicating its message? Finally, we touch upon referencing techniques.

Does everyone like grammar or do everyone like grammar? Are you confident in
your use of commas and semicolons? Do we make a study or carry out a study in
English? In this seminar, academic writing is explored from the perspective of
appropriate grammar, spelling, punctuation and vocabulary.
